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PARAMEDIC3 aims to evaluate the effectiveness of intraosseous first access in the treatment of out of hospital cardiac arrest measured by 30 days survival. Patients are randomised by the paramedic or student to either an intraosseous or an intravenous group using a randomisation envelope. Target recruitment is 35 enrolled patients per month. Enrolling a patient into research at the scene of the cardiac arrest is particularly challenging, so as a quick reminder.

· Any member of staff can open the envelope.
· Once you open the envelope, the patient is enrolled into the study, in any circumstance.
· Anyone trained can gain access.
· Clinical judgement takes priority over research. 
· If the randomisation method allocated will delay care, appropriate access should be gained at the paramedic discretion.  
· If the randomisation method is different to the access gained, the patient is enrolled, we can still use this data. 
265 patients have been enrolled and ten of the survived patients have agreed to provide information on their health-related quality of life over the next 6 months.[image: Chart, line chart
